With respect to environmental vulnerability, Timor-Leste has faced many 
natural disasters in the previews years, such as floods, landslides, and the 
effects of El Nino droughts, which has impacted agricultural production and has 
resulted in grave food shortages. The majority of Timor-Leste’s populations are 
engaged in subsistence farming, and the effects of natural disasters have made 
the country heavily dependent on food imports (Government of Timor-Leste, 
2019).
