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"Thank you Mr. Chairman.

My delegation would like to make an explanation of position, as well as kindly
request that our observations be duly reflected in the records of this meeting.

We share the concerns that many delegations have already expressed regarding
procedural arrangements. This final document before us has new language which
was not considered by all delegations. In this regard, for the interest of time, and in
the spirit of cooperation, my delegation joined the consensus. However, we would
like to express that we would have appreciated being included in a more adequate
manner during the final negotiations of this text, so that we would have been able
to better contribute to the text and appropriately reflect our position in the text.

In addition, we would also like to make an observation regarding the subject of
Family. My country attaches great importance to the issue of the empowerment of
the family, and we firmly believe that family is the basic unit of society, and plays a
pivotal role in societies and in overall development efforts. Therefore, we would
have liked to see the subject of family reflected in the text, however ubji(ho(wRBRIE JTIBTw BE.-
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
