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Impact of international migration on changing population age structures

Lastly, the Commission will consider the role of international migration on changes in the age distribution
of populations. Since migrants tend to be younger, on average, than the population of the host country,
migration can help to slow the pace of population ageing. The report from the UN emphasizes the need
for governments to facilitate migration that is safe, orderly and regular.
