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Mr. Chairman, 
I have the honour to speak on behalf of the Non-Aligned Movement. 

The Non-Aligned Movement unequivocally condemns, as criminal, and rejects 
terrorism in all its forms and manifestations, as well as all acts, methods and practices 
of terrorism wherever, by whomever, against whomsoever committed, including those 
in which States are directly or indirectly involved, which are unjustifiable whatever 
the considerations or factors that may be invoked to justify them, and in this context, 
NAM members reaffirm their support for the provisions contained in General 
Assembly resolution 46/51 of 9 December 1991 and other relevant United Nations 
resolutions. 

The Non-Aligned Movement reaffirms that terrorist acts constitute a flagrant 
violation of international law, including international humanitarian and human rights 
law, in particular the right to life, leading to the lack of the full enjoyment of human 
rights and fundamental freedoms of peoples. Such acts endanger the territorial 
integrity and stability of States as well as national, regional and international security, 
destabilise legitimately constituted governments or the prevailing constitutional order 
and political unity of States, affect the stability of nations and the very basis of 
societies, create adverse consequences on the economic and social development and 
cause the destruction of the physical and economic infrastructure of States. 
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
