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Mr. Chairman, 

International humanitarian law is well disseminated among our armed forces and 

it is a basic component of the curricula of our military schools and academies. 

Conferences, seminars, events and workshops are organized periodically at all 

levels within the military units and hierarchy. 

The Algerian Red Crescent is also actively involved in the dissemination of 

international humanitarian law among the civil society and local population. Many 

lectures and seminars on issues related to international humanitarian law were 

organized in universities, high schools and other institutions. 

Mr. Chairman, 

The recent devastating lethal war conduct by Israel, the occupying Power, in the 

Gaza Strip, still under blockade, constitut(;( grave violation of international 

humanitarian law with its death toll and the extent of devastation among the 

defenseless Palestinian civilian. 

In order to ensure their protection and prevent these repetitive breaches to the 

rules of Geneva Conventions and their additional Protocols, My delegation 

echoes and strongly supports the request of the State of Palestine that was 

endorsed by all members of the Non-Aligned Movement for the convening of a 

Conference of High Contracting Parties to the Fourth Geneva Convention to 

examine measures, in accordance with common article 1, to ensure respect and 

enforce the Convention in the Occupied Palestinian ~erritory, including East 

Jerusalem.
