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Mr. Chairman, 

We welcome the adoption of a series of counter-terrorism resolutions 

by the Security Council, including, most recently, S/RES/2370 on preventing 

terrorists from acquiring weapons and S/RES/2368 updating sanctions 

imposed on ISIL (Da'esh), Al Qaida and associated individuals and groups, 

both adopted unanimously. Ja pan has long stressed the importance of full 

implementation. As part of this effort, last September, Ja pan announced 

that it will provide 45 billion yen in comprehensive counter-terrorism 

support in Asia and help train 2,000 counter-terrorism personnel over the 

next three years. Under this programme, Japan has emphasized the 

reinforcement of border security, capacity building for law enforcement 

agencies, and the creation of tolerant societies through poverty alleviation as 

well as educational and vocational support. 

Mr. Chairman, 

Robust domestic preparations in this area are critical. As host for the 

2019 Rugby World Cup and 
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Mr. Chairman, 

I would like to conclude by reaffirming Japan's strong commitment to 

the elimination of terrorism. We look forward to continued UN leadership 

in this field.
