As we are all aware, c ountries have been faced 

with one form of natural disaster or the other. 

Recently, h urricane Ida has reminded  us that floods  

are among the most devastating disasters in the 

world, claiming lives and bringing destruction. These 

disasters have brought about increase in poverty, 

insecurity,  and health challenges.

In this 

regard , Nigeria established the National Emergency  

Management Agenc y (NEMA)  in 1999 to manage 

disasters and  coordinate efforts and resources 

towards efficient and effective disaster prevention, 

preparedness, mitigation,  and response.  

7. NEMA actively seeks collaborations with other 

relevant agencies that can provide supp ort to its 

mission. For example, it has provided the Nigerian 

Hydrological Services Agency (NIHSA) with three 

automat ed  Weather Observation Stations  to 

strengthen collaborations in disaster risk 

identification , analysis,  and mitigation . The 
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stations  are also useful for train ing  students in 

related fields.

The Covid -19 pandemic is 

primarily a health  crisis, adding natural disasters, to  

it brings even more displacements and hardships to 

those affected.
