Make no mistake, terrorism is a global phenomenon. It is in no way associated 
with any religion, nationality, civilization, and ethnic group. 

Terrorist groups gain space when the migrants are vulnerable, youths are 
unemployed, ideologues become extremists, and religion becomes intolerant. 

We must build stronger cooperation through multilateral approach in addressing 
drivers of terrorism and violent extremism. 

Together, we can end the menace of terrorism and make this world a better place 
to live.
