7. We acknowledge the work of the Commission in
assisting with the codification and the development of
international law and recognize the ample opportunity which
the International Law Commission provides for Nigeria and
Africa to play very important roles in the formulation of

International Laws and norms that reflect the African



perspectives. We reiterate the need to continue to reflect the
African customary law taking note of the diversity of the legal

system of the region in the Commission’s next session.
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
