


3. The State of Palestine recognizes that the draft articles fall at the intersection of different legal
regimes and notes with the appreciation the ILC’s work on striking a balance, addressing
concerns, and adding procedural safeguards to Draft Article 7;

4. The State of Palestine appreciates the affirmation of the principle of peaceful settlement of
disputes and the ancillary significant role of the ICJ in the Draft Articles.

On sea-level rise in relation to international law, the State of Palestine welcomes the list of topics
identified by the Study Group on the protection of displaced persons and the preservation of legal
right of States affected by sea level rise.

The State of Palestine also recognizes that the ILC is responding to unprecedented challenges and
filling gaps that will determine the very source of life in an inclusive and shared framework. In this
