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Criminal accountability  

of United Nations officials and experts on mission 

(Agenda item 76) 

 

Mr. Chair, 

[Portugal aligns itself with the statement delivered on behalf of the European 

Union and its Member States and would like to offer a few additional remarks in a 

national capacity.] 

United Nations officials and experts on mission continue to be at the forefront of 

the fulfilment of the purposes and principles of the Charter, giving a priceless 

input for peace, sustainable development, and the respect for international law. 

These people embody the highest integrity and ethical standards of the United 

Nations and its Member States.  

 

Most of the UN officials and experts on mission show an impeccable legal record 

and an unwavering moral fibre, even when facing many adversities in the field, 

sometimes sacrificing their comfort, safety, and even their lives. Their remarkable 
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Portugal wishes to voice its deep appreciation for the commitment and leadership 

of the Secretary-General on this topic and praises the work of the Office of Legal 

Affairs in cases involving allegations that a crime may have been committed by a 

United Nations official or expert on mission.  

 

Mr. Chair, 

These sensitive matters demand a whole-of-Organization approach, as the 

Secretary-General and the General Assembly have noted over the years.  

 

In addition to the United Nations system, Member States must also assume an 

active role, by establishing domestic legal and practical frameworks that guarantee 

an effective criminal accountability of UN officials and experts on mission, 

including by allocating adequate resources for exercising State jurisdiction.  

 

The Portuguese authorities treat with great care all allegations of crimes that may 

involving any of its several nationals deployed as UN officials or experts on 

mission.  

 

My country has answered requests by the Secretary-General on the 

implementation of General Assembly Resolutions under this agenda item. Portugal 

has also provided information on domestic legal provisions establishing Portuguese 

jurisdiction over certain facts committed in or outside the Portuguese territory, 

allowing criminal prosecution of a UN official or an expert on mission whose 

immunity has been waived. This competence is articulated with international legal 

co-operation in criminal matters, giving effect to the principle of aut dedere aut 

judicare.  
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In addition to the reactive measures by Member States and by the United Nations 

system, Portugal wishes to further recall the importance of preventive measures – 

such as pre-deployment training of armed forces and security forces personnel, 

including on good-conduct and discipline.
