With this statement, Switzerland wishes to express its opinion on the draft articles on the 

protection of persons in the event of disasters.  

 

We would like to highlight three points that we consider particularly important, and which we 

have already mentioned in our statements during previous sessions:  

 

First, Switzerland would once again like to emphasise the relevance of these draft articles 

aimed at strengthening the protection of persons in the event of disasters. The increase in the 

scale and frequency of disasters, exacerbated by climate change, unfortunately only confirms 

the need for this. The draft addresses a number of key issues, in particular the rights of those 

affected and the obligations of states with regard to the provision of relief,
