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Article 10: The State has the duty to ensure the protection of persons, in its territory, or in territory 
under its jurisdiction or control, in the events of disasters, which is aimed at preserving the life and 
dignity of the persons affected by the disaster and guaranteeing the access of persons in need to 
humanitarian assistance. We are a bit wary of the commentary’s position that ensuring protection 
stems from “sovereignty” with no mention to situations where the State has no sovereignty over the 
territory under its control but has clear obligations to protect persons and ensure assistance, in 
accordance with international law, and must be further stated in the text. T
