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Mr/Mme Chair,  
 
Thank you for giving us the opportunity to address the Sixth Committee on 
the second cluster 



contained in guideline 4, and in particular the reference to all peaceful means 
for dispute settlement “appropriate to the circumstances and the nature of 
the dispute”, which takes into due account that in some situations specific 
means may be obligatory under certain agreements with respect to the 
settlement of particular types of disputes to which international 
organizations are parties.  
 
Regarding draft guidelines 5 and 6 we would be cautious to single out 
arbitration and judicial settlement at the expense of other means of 
settlement, such as negotiation, mediation, etc. and we would favour further 
reflection on the draft guidelines. 
 
In conclusion, Mr/Mme Chair, Bulgaria looks forward to considering the 
draft guidelines and the commentary in greater detail as the work of the 
Commission progresses.
