We are dedicated to building a society based on social jusQce, ensuring equal access 

to jusQce, and promoQng human rights, democracy, and the rule of law for all. Our 

consQtuQonal mandate echoes this commitment, and we are working Qrelessly to 

implement legal reforms, strengthen insQtuQons, and improve our legal system. 

 

With Brazil's assistance, we have forQfied the Public Defender's Office to safeguard 

vulnerable individuals' access to jusQce. Timor-Leste also champions gender 

equality, with women and men enjoying equal rights and opportuniQes under the 

law. However, we recognize the need to address violence against women and 

ensure equal access to land ownership. 

 

To tackle the backlog of cases, we are enhancing human resources, court access, 

and deliveries, as well as conducQng mobile courts to bring jusQce to remote areas. 

InternaQonal cooperaQon is vital, and we thank Portugal for hosQng 15 Timorese 

scholars pursuing Master's Degrees to join our magistrature upon their return. 
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As a Small Island Developing State, Timor-Leste relies on the mulQlateral system and 

rules-based internaQonal order. We celebrate 25 years of independence, achieved 

through negoQated self-determinaQon.
