Uganda continues to encourage member states to implement in their national
legislation the UNCITRAL Model Law on the Use and Cross-border Recognition
of ldentity Management and Trust Services. My delegation believes that the
model law constitutes a useful addition to existing UNCITRAL texts in the area

of electronic commerce by significantly assisting States in enhancing their
