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Member States also decided that the core functions of UNFF are to: (i) provide a global platform for 

policy development, dialogue, cooperation and coordination on issues related to all types of forests; (ii) 
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It is envisaged that the deliberations will: (i) improved understanding by stakeholders of the IAF and its 

implications for the future; and (ii) provide a contribution to the discussions on the implementation of the 

UN Forest Instrument in the overall context of the development of a strategic plan for the period 2017-

2030. 
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The event will consist of an opening, interactive panel discussion and a closing.  The panel discussion 

will be interactive. The moderator will invite short interventions from the panelists before opening the 

floor for questions and comments.
