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Greece is fully aligning with the declaration of the European Union and its Member States. 

As a Mediterranean country with various landscape types, such as forest or rangelands in close 

contact with agricultural and built-up areas, as well as hundreds of islands, Greece is highly 

vulnerable to the impact of climate change such as droughts, floods and forest fires.  

Greece adopted a National Forest Strategy, for the period 2018-2038, which identifies specific 

objectives as well as the necessary resources and means of implementation representing a 

big step towards implementing sustainable forest management and strengthening the 

multifunctional role of forest ecosystems.  

To that end we are establishing a new national forest inventory system and a national 

reforestation plan to plant more than 20.000.000 trees in the next decade (up to 2030), as a 

key priority. A pilot project is launched in 2022 on Mount Parnitha and the main project will
