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1. The United Nations Appeals Tribunal (Appeals Tribunal) has before it an application 

for revision of Judgment No. 2011-UNAT-163 (Judgment on application for revision) and 

Judgment No. 2010-UNAT-098 (underlying Judgment), issued by the Appeals Tribunal in 

the case of Masri v. Secretary-General of the United Nations on 2 December 2011 and  

29 December 2010, respectively.  Mr. Abdul Karim Masri filed his application for revision on 

9 January 2012, and the Secretary-General filed his comments on 8 March 2012.   

Facts and Procedure  

2. On 29 December 2010, the Appeals Tribunal issued Judgment No. 2010-UNAT-098 

in the case of Masri v. Secretary-General of the United Nations.  In its Judgment, the 

Appeals Tribunal reversed Judgment No. UNDT/2010/056 of the United Nations Dispute 

Tribunal and affirmed the impugned decisi on to summarily dismiss Mr. Masri.   

3. On 11 April 2011, Mr. Masri filed an application for revision of Judgment  

No. 2010-UNAT-098 on the basis that the appeal originally filed by the Secretary-General 
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
