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frivolous and manifestly inadmissible applications (see Sanchez Calero 

UNDT/2015/074, para. 8). 

9. Accordingly, the Tribunal has on numerous occasions considered matters of 

receivability on a priority basis without first serving the application on the 

Respondent or awaiting the Respondent’s reply (see, e.g., Hunter
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13. In the present case, the Applicant asserted that the principle of giving priority 

to former OHCHR staff members in short-listing candidates applies to employment. 

However, the Position concerns an independent human rights expert in a working 

group, whose selection is governed by the Special Procedures of the Human Rights 

Council, and thus does not constitute “employment”. Therefore, the contested 

decision had no bearing on her former employment in the sense that it affected any 

contractual rights she had acquired under it. The Tribunal is thus of
