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follow-up and monitoring of the Programme of Action at the national, subregional, 

regional and global levels. The coordination mechanisms available, such as the United 

Nations System Chief Executives Board for Coordination and the United Nations 

Development Group, as well as United Nations resident coordinators, should be kept 

active in this regard.  

26. In paragraph 302 of the Programme of Action, the Office of the High 

Representative for the Least Developed Countries, Landlocked Developing Countries 

and Small Island Developing States was invited to prepare a comprehensive road map 

for the accelerated implementation of the Doha Programme of Action, identifying 
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and national levels. Strong action by the governing bodies and executive boards of 

United Nations system entities will be instrumental in ensuring that the Programme 

of Action is translated into results on the ground. United Nations country teams under 

the leadership of the resident coordinators in least developed countries are invited to 

ensure that common country assessments and United Nations sustainable 

development frameworks in those countries fully reflect the provisions of the 

Programme of Action. Regular and systematic assessments of resources, strategic 

plans, programmes and activities in support of the least developed countries should 

be performed across United Nations system entities, as well as regular and more 

structured reporting on the work of the United Nations in support of those countries.  

31. The lead-up to the second part of the United Nations Conference on the Least 

Developed Countries, which will be held in Doha from 5 to 9 March 2023, offers an
