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The CS-UN Prevention Platform welcomes the leadership of Croatia in strengthening the PBC’s focus 

on conflict prevention, the linkages between peacebuilding and development, and continuous efforts 

to mainstream WPS and YPS into the work of the PBC. 

 

We underline the capacity of the PBC to support governments and the people, in developing and 

accelerating coordinated, comprehensive, and integrated solutions to the major contemporary 

challenges. We highlight the substantial impacts of the PBC’s work in its support of peacebuilding 



with other UN intergovernmental bodies (i.e., the UNSC, ECOSOC, GA, HRC) should also 

strengthen the cross-fertilisation of knowledge, including by strengthening the PBC advice to 

the UNSC, facilitating dialogue with the HRC, and ensuring stronger conflict-sensitivity in the 

work of the ECOSOC. Member States leaving the PBC could consider avenues for continued 

engagement with peacebuilding through their presence in other intergovernmental spaces.
