 Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen, colleagues and peers, a good day to all of you. 

 I would like to start by thanking Mr./Ms. XXX, Chairperson of this meeting1, for providing 

INTERPOL the opportunity to contribute to this conversation, to share our experience and law 

enforcement perspective with the international community. 

 

Counter-Terrorism Committee (CTC) 

 The swift, unanimous adoption of the landmark resolution 13732, which established the Counter-

Terrorism Committee in the wake of the 9/11 attacks, demonstrated Member States’ united front 

to counter terrorism. 

 The resolution laid the groundwork for subsequent Security Council resolutions, including 

resolution 26173, which recognizes CTED’s work to counter terrorist use of emerging technologies 

for terrorist purposes. 

 The same resolution also takes note of the 2018 CTED-UNOCT-INTERPOL publication The 

protection of critical infrastructures against terrorist attacks: Compendium of good practices4, 

which contributes to raising awareness of and preparedness for terrorist use of emerging 

technologies against critical infrastructure, and which is currently undergoing an update. 

 Resolution 2617 also calls for continued and enhanced cooperation between CTED, ICAO, 

UNODC, UNOCT, INTERPOL, and other relevant UN bodies, in particular on technical assistance 

and capacity building, as the international community strives to create synergies and avoid 

duplication of counter terrorism efforts.
