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Paragraph 13. “We request the Secretary-General to continue his efforts to support the 
implementation of Goal 14 in the context of the implementation of the 2030 Agenda, in 
particular by enhancing inter-agency coordination and coherence throughout the United 
Nations system on ocean issues, taking into consideration the work of UN-Oceans.” 

In summary, the zero draft is excellent and does incorporate civil society and other 
stakeholders, including international scientific and technological community. It has the right 
science policy interface in terms of the challenges and actions.  

However the zero draft has an opportunity to call for more systematic ways to induce whole 
of society partnerships and the science-technology-policy-practice interface (including 
traditional knowledge) as an outcome of conference recommendations made to the HLPF and 
beyond.
