Preserving food systems should also include restoring degraded 

land and combatting desertification. This is pertinent since land 

restoration does not only promote sustainable use of land but also 



enable us to prevail. As our most reliable source of hope for a 

peaceful, secure and safe world, the United Nations offers us a 

strategic platform to ensure that we are able to provide peace for 

all, safety for all and food for all. Let us seize this moment to hold 

hands and pull in the same direction to leave a positive and long-

lasting impact on humanity.
