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Mr. Chairman,

Georgia thanks the Secretary-General for the reports issued and presented before the Third
Committee under agenda item 28, as well as to the speakers for their meaningful presentations.
My delegation aligns itself with the statement delivered by the European Union on the subject of
advancement of women. And now I would like to elaborate few more remarks in the national
capacity.

It is my pleasure to inform you that Georgia has achieved further progress in implementation of
the gender mainstreaming policy:

In close cooperation with UN Women and the civil society, the national action plan on the
implementation of the UN Security Council Resolutions 1325, 1820, 1888, 1889 and 1960 on
"Women, Peace and Security" has been elaborated and approved by the Parliament. The
implementation of this action plan envisages increase of women participation in the security
sector decision-making and their further empowerment in this regard.

In addition to the Law on Elimination of Domestic Violence, Protection of and Support to Its
Victims adopted earlier, domestic violence has been criminalized and included as the new form
of crime in the Criminal Code of Georgia.

Georgia has submitted its fourth and fifth combined periodic report to the Committee on the
Elimination of Discrimination against Women and expects its consideration by the Committee.
Georgia has also initiated the domestic procedures with a view to signing and ratifying the
Council of Europe Convention on Preventing and Combating Violence against Women and
Domestic Violence.
