TERMS OF REFERENCE
Trust Fund for United Nations Staff Legal Assistance

|. Establishment

1. The Office of Administration of Justi¢®AJ) establishes a voluntary Trust Fund
to support the mandate of the OfficeSiaff Legal Assistnce (OSLA), OAJ.

Il. Purpose
2. The purpose of the Trust Fund is to pdava mechanism for donors to contribute

financial recourses to enalitee Office of Staff Legal Assistance, OAJ to enhance its
ability to provide legal assistance to UN staiémbers in all duty stians pursuant to the
mandate set out in General Assembly resolutions 62/228 of 22 December 2007 and
63/253 of 17 March 2009.

[1l. Authority

3. The Fund shall be administered in arniity with the United Nations Financial
Regulations and Rules and with the relevaoiicies and procedures promulgated by the
Secretary-General. Exceptions to such rdgria, rules, policieand procedures are not
permissible, unless specifically authorizgdthe Secretary-Genérmar on his behalf by
the Controller.

IV. Contributions

4. Pledges to the Fund can be made f@@overnments, inter-Governmental and
non-Governmental organizations, United Natistadf associations, private institutions
and individuals, and other appropriate enditi€ontributions may only be accepted by the
Controller.

5. Contributions in cash to the Fund nimeyaccepted in United States dollars or
other convertible currencies. Contributiangion-convertible cuencies and in-kind
contributions may be accepted only if tentroller determinethat the respective
currency or in-kind contribution can be fulljilized in the implementation of the
purpose covered by the Fund.

6. The making of a pledge and its acceptanedabe recorded in an exchange of
letters, and, if requested by the d®jon a more formal agreement.

7. Any interest income derived from cobuitions to the Fund shall be credited to
the Fund in accordance with the applicablététhNations Regulations, Rules, policies
and procedures.
